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In 1999, WISBA published the Yearbook with its historical records, e.g., Past Officers, Directors, Hall of Fame 
Members and Award Winners, Tournament Winners and Records, etc.  Because of difficulty keeping the books 
up-to-date, the Yearbook not being passed to incoming officers of the local associations, books being lost, etc., 
the Yearbook/History Committee has decided to change the avenue of distribution of the book and its updates.  
This change in distribution should allow a more timely and efficient way of distributing and updating the 
information.  

The former Yearbook is now *Chronicles and Heritage and is being presented to you in a downloadable 

format from the INDIANA STATE USBC WBA website, www.IndianaStateUSBCWBA.org. 

The Yearbook offers up-to-date INDIANA STATE USBC WBA events and the INDIANA STATE USBC WBA–
WISBA history in an Adobe format for viewing or easy downloading and printing.  Those that are not familiar with 
Adobe Acrobat Reader, the PDF format will enable you to read and/or print printable data files from the website 
preserving the exact look and content of the originals, complete with fonts and graphics.  The Adobe Acrobat 
Reader 8.0 or later must be installed on your computer to access the available forms.  Acrobat Reader is 
available free and can be downloaded from:

The Chronicles & Heritage Committee has developed this format for distributing the Chronicles and 
Heritage as being most efficient for the INDIANA STATE USBC WBA members to acquire it and to update the 
pages annually.
